Travel Tryouts – Fall 2011
FAQ (Frequently Asked Questions)
What is the purpose of tryouts?
The purpose of the session is to evaluate each player’s skating ability and hockey skills in order to place each player on an appropriate team.  It is also an opportunity for the club to finalize its count of participants and teams.
Can parents watch the tryout sessions?
No. In order to allow players and coaches to conduct their work in a less stressful environment, the tryout sessions are “closed” to parent spectators.  Please respect this policy.
How many teams will there be?
Numbers will not be finalized until after the tryout sessions.
How will players find out about team placement?
Team rosters will be available by the evening of Saturday, September 11th on the club web site
(www.evanstonhockey.com).  We will send an announcement via email to all registered families when team rosters are posted.
What should I do if I have a concern about team placement?
If you have a question or concern about team placement, please contact Hockey Director JP Bordeleau (773-383-0311 or run262man@gmail.com) or EYHA President Scott Kirkpatrick (312-543-1457 or skirkpatrick63@gmail.com).
Who will coach each team?
Names of head and assistant coaches will appear with each team’s roster.
Do I need to complete a registration form?
Yes.  You must complete a registration form, a conditioning clinic and tryouts payment form, and provide your USA Hockey registration receipt in order to participate in the tryouts.  If you completed these forms during conditioning clinic, you do not need to complete the forms again. Simply check in at the registration table.
What is the fee for tryouts?
The total fee for all tryout sessions is $50 for mites and $75 for squirt-bantam players.
How much will the season cost?
The EYHA fees for 2011-2012 are:
Mites - $1,825
Squirts - $2,525
Peewees - $2,825
Bantams - $3,125
There is a 30% discount for goaltenders and a 10% discount for players with an older sibling in the travel program.
When will practices start?
Practices will start as early as Saturday, September 11th.  Initial practice schedules will be posted with the team rosters on Friday evening.  Seeding round games may begin as early as September 20th.  While we expect teams to have reasonably consistent practice schedules, know that changes to the practice schedule will occur, especially following the league game scheduling meetings (9/19 for the seeding round games, 11/6 for the regular season).  Your team manager and the online calendar will be updated regularly.
{We ask that parents plan to attend the first practice session as we will be conducting parent meetings and distributing additional forms and information to all families at that time}.
Do I need to pay my tryout fee today?
If you haven’t already paid, we request that you pay your tryout fee today.  If you are not able to, please speak to an EYHA representative.
EYHA is committed to enabling children of all financial circumstances to play hockey.  Please feel free to speak with Scott Kirkpatrick or Tom O’Brien about scholarships.
What equipment is required?
Required equipment for the season includes:
• Dark blue helmet
• Mouth guard for peewees & bantams
• Neck guard
• Shoulder pads
• Elbow pads
• Dark blue pants (dark blue shells are acceptable)
• Shin guards
• Skates
• Two sticks
The club will provide game jerseys and socks.  A limited amount of equipment is available for loan.  Please speak with an EYHA representative if you have equipment questions.
When will players get uniforms?
Jerseys and socks will be distributed at Robert Crown on the evening of Tuesday, September 14th.
Will teams participate in preseason tournaments?
All teams will play in the Advanced Tournaments Chicago Preseason Challenge that will be held
September 24-26 in the southwest suburbs.
How can I help?
Each team will need a volunteer team manager or co-managers to work as a liaison between the parents and the coach. The team manager typically handles administrative details, such as phone calls and emails to team families, handling changes in practice or game times, and preparing schedules.
